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To the User of this Guide:

The purpose of the Oswego County Development Regulation Guide isto provide alist of
permits and reviews that may be required by local municipdities, county agencies and boards and date
and federa agencies. It provides only very basic information, not an in-depth description of the permit
and review process. The guide describes the permit/review, explains why it is required, and when and
to whom you should apply. Further information on the permits and reviews can be obtained from the
contacts listed with each permit.

We hope this guide will assist in the development process by reducing delays and codts. Itis
hoped that thiswill assst public officias, resdents, developers, engineers, lawyers, and others. We
note that thisis not an dl-inclusive list of permits or reviews and other permits and reviews may be
required.
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AREA VARIANCE

What is an area variance?

Answer:

An aeavaianceisalegd, dimensond waiver of the zoning law granted by the
zoning board of appeds (ZBA). It can be applied for after the proposed
location or Sze of use has been denied a building or zoning permit by the Code
Enforcement Officer (CEQ) or building ingpector. In addition, an area variance
request may be made to the ZBA by the planning board during the Site plan
review process. An areavarianceisa"legd waver" or permisson granted by
the municipa ZBA to develop apiece of land in amanner that does not meet
the dimensond or physica requirements of the zoning law.

Why isan areavariancerequired?

Answer:

An areavariance is required when the land use and/or structure does not
conform to area requirement(s) such as. minimum lot size, setbacks from
adjacent property lines or buildings, minimum frontage, structure or Sgn size, or
number of parking spaces. Arearequirements are listed in the zoning law and
are established to protect the public hedth, safety and welfare by assuring
adequate: light, ventilation, fire safety, traffic vighility, and sanitary sewage
disposal - just to name afew.

When should | need to apply for an area variance?

Answer:

Y ou have 60 days from the time the CEO took action denying the request for a
building or zoning permit to file an apped for an areavariance. Y ou should
apply at least two and a haf months prior to when you would like to begin your
project. Thiswill alow time for the ZBA to hold a public hearing, receive
comments from interested agencies/boards and nearby landowners and take
action.

Who should | apply to?

Answer:

An area variance can be gpplied for after a building or zoning permit has been
denied by the CEO or building ingpector. 'Y ou should gpply a the municipa
clerk's office or directly to the CEO or building ingpector and the application
will be forwarded to the ZBA. See Appendices A, B and E for contacts.
Applications for Site plan review which require an area variance do not require
that the CEO make a determination prior to filing an area variance gpped with
the ZBA. Thisdlows smultaneous review by the ZBA and other review
board(s).




BUILDING PERMIT

What is a building permit?

Answer: A building permit is permission to begin the removd, erection, congruction,
placement, enlargement, improvement, dteration or demoalition of any building
or gructure; or indalation of heeting, ventilating and air conditioning, plumbing
or eectrical equipment. A building permit is often not required for certain types
of repairs and dterations to existing buildings, congtruction of agricultura
buildings, or for certain types of small structures.

Why isa building permit required?

Answer: A building permit is required to assure that any building meets the minimal
structura, mechanica and fire safety standards as set forth in the NYS Building
and Fire Prevention Code. The purpose of the NYSBuilding and Fire
Prevention Code isto provide aminimum leve of protection from the hazards
of fire, inadeguate building construction and improper maintenance in resdentia
and non-residentia buildings, both public and private, so asto establish uniform
standards to reduce the threet to public health and safety for occupants and
users of buildings.

When should | apply for a building permit?

Answer: The period of time between gpplication and issuance of a building permit varies
by municipdity. The municipa building ingpector should be contacted to
determine the necessary review period.

Who should | apply to?

Answer: Applications are generally presented to the code enforcement officer or
municipa building inspector. (See Appendices B and C)



CONSTRUCTION IN A FLOOD
HAZARD AREA PERMIT

What isa permit for construction in a flood hazard area?

Answer: Thisisapermit for the congruction of any structure within areas classfied by
the Federd Emergency Management Agency as being aflood hazard area
(within the 100 yesr flood plain).

Why isa flood hazard permit required?

Answer: Thisreview isto assure that development within flood hazard aressis
undertaken in such away that damage due to flooding is minimized. Thisaso
alows property owners within flood hazard areas to obtain Federally subsidized
flood insurance through the National Flood Insurance Program.

When should | apply for a permit in aflood hazard area?

Answer: Find out as much as you can about the property through loca town and village
offices. Thenfill an gpplication out and submit it prior to planning your structure
(house, dock, boathouse, etc.).

Who should | apply to?

Answer: Town and village offices. Permit review is undertaken by individua towns and
villages who participate in the National Flood Insurance Protection Program. I
your loca town or village does not participate, you may not be eigible for flood
insurance and you may want to reconsider your actions. Minor projects require
a 62 day review period after notification of receipt of the gpplication. Non-
minor projects, or those wholly contained within flood hazard aress require a 90
day review process and a public hearing may be held. A permit will be granted
or denied within 60 days after completion of the hearing. Check with County
Panning Board for locd communities which participate in the National FHlood

JUNKYARD PERMIT

What isajunkyard permit?

Answer: A junkyard permit is for the establishment of what New Y ork State refersto as
a"junkyard." Itis"any place' where two or more unregistered, old or second-
hand motor vehicles, no longer intended for lega use on public highways, are
held; whether for the purposes of resdle of parts, disposa of parts or any
storage for disposa of parts.

Why isajunkyard permit required?

Answer: Theissuance of ajunkyard permit is for the purposes of preventing negetive
visud, noise or other pollution in resdentid aress.

When should | apply for a junkyard permit?

Answer: Following the authorized receipt of a dismantlers permit from the State of New
York. Itishighly advised that any individual congdering the operation of a
junkyard contact their loca town or village office before applying for a permit.

Who should | apply to?

Answer: Generdly, for municipditieswith "junkyard" laws, awritten application is made
by the applicant to the loca board for alicense to operate ajunkyard and
approva of the location. If the application is denied, the $25 fee must be
returned. A public hearing is required for decison within two to four weeks of
receipt of the application. Most communities in Oswego County regulate
junkyards. Contact the municipa derk to confirm. See Appendix A.



MUNICIPAL HISTORIC
DISTRICT REVIEW

What isa historical district review?

Answer: Some municipdities have adopted higoric digtricts as part of their zoning or asa
separate locdl law. Higtoric digtricts are enacted to control any demolition,
changes in exterior or new congruction within the historic digtrict. Historic
didtricts are established to assure that the historic character of the areais
preserved and enhanced.

Why isreview within historic digtricts required?

Answer: Some municipalities have determined that certain areas are of importance for
archeologicdl, higtoric, architectural and/or culturd heritage reasons. Assuch, a
separate historic digtrict has been established to protect, preserve and enhance
the higtorically vaued aress.

When should | apply?

Answer: Y ou should gpply early in the planning stages of the project.

Who should | apply to?

Answer: Y ou should gpply at the municipa clerk's office. See Appendix A.



MUNICIPAL MOBILE HOME
PARK REVIEW

What islocal review of mobile home park(s)?

Answer:

Many municipdities have adopted mobile home park regulations or locd laws
which are enacted to control the design and layout of mobile home parks. The
definition of amobile home park varies from one municipdity to another and
you should contact the municipa code enforcement officer to determine if you
have amaobile home park. Any mobile home park of five or more units must be
reviewed and agpproved by the Oswego County Health Department. (See page
Part Il for permit description)

Why isalocal review of mobile home parksrequired?

Answer:

Locd review of mobile home parks is required to assure that design festures
such as grading and drainage, access, separation distances, interior roads,
utilities, parking, open space, lot layout and other design features are planned
and executed to protect the hedlth, safety and general welfare of the residents of
the park and adjacent properties.

When should | apply for mobile home park review?

Answer:

Y ou should apply early in the planning stages of the development. Y ou should
also contact the Oswego County Hedlth Department to determine if department
review isrequired. A pre-design mesting is recommended.

Who should | apply to?

Answer:

Y ou should gpply to the municipa clerk (Appendix A) and aso contact:

PUD: PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT

What isa planned unit development (PUD)?

Answer: A planned unit development refersto alarge-scale resdentiad, commercid,
recregtiond or mixed land use development which is planned as a unified
project.

Why isa planned unit development required?

Answer: A planned unit development isrequired to dlow for large-scae, unified
development of recreationd, resdentiad and commercid mixed uses of atype
and/or dengity that would not be permitted under other didtrict regulations. This
serves to provide flexible land use and design regulations in order to encourage
avariety of land uses and innovative design techniques that otherwise would be
restricted by the use and area regulations within the loca zoning law. The
planned unit development option must be specificaly provided for in the local
zoning law or ordinance.

When do | need to apply for PUD review?

Answer: Y ou should gpply for aPUD & least Six (6) months prior to commencing the
development. This should alow enough time for the municipaity to forward the
plan, receive SEQR comments and conduct SEQR review, hold the public
hearing(s) and review the sketch, preliminary and find plans.

Who should | apply to?

Answer: Y ou should gpply at the municipa clerk's office. See Appendix A.



SITE PLAN REVIEW

What issite plan review?

Answer:

Site plan review is aflexible regulatory technique in which local municipalities
review the layout and design of a development Site when it occurs on asingle
parcd of land. Site plan review commonly occurs concurrently with a zoning
goplication for a gpecid use permit. Some communities have "sand done” Ste
plan review ordinances.

Why issite plan review required?

Answer:

Site plan review is used by the municipa planning board or legidative board to
insure that new development will be in harmony with the character of the areain
which it islocated and that important resources will be protected. Site plan
review commonly addresses how and where buildings, structures, parking,
landscaping, and access should be located to improve the design and safety of a
development and assst in protecting the interests of adjacent property owners
and the public.

When should | apply for site plan review?

Answer:

Y ou should apply for Ste plan review & least four months prior to beginning
your project. Thiswill dlow the municipdity enough time to forward the
application to other interested boards, hold a public hearing (if required),
receive comments from interested agencies/ boards and nearby landowners,
and make afind decison on the gpplication which may include modifications to
the application.

Who should | apply to?

Answer:

Y ou should gpply at the municipa clerk's office or to the code enforcement
officer (CEO). A site plan, drawn to scale, isnormaly required to accompany
the gpplication. (See Appendices A and B for contacts) The municipa clerk or
CEO will forward the gpplication to the legidative board or planning board
responsible for review.



SPECIAL USE PERMIT/CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT/
SPECIAL EXCEPTION PERMIT/SPECIAL PERMIT

What isa special use permit?

Answer:

A specid use permit is sometimes caled a specid permit, conditiona use permit
or specid exception permit. For our purposed we will refer to it as a specid
use permit. A specid use permit is the authorization by the legidative bodly,
planning board or zoning board of appedsto alow a particular land use which
ispermitted in the zoning digtrict providing that the applicant meets certain
conditions impased by the municipa zoning law and required by the review
board. State land use law defines a specid use permit as the authorization of a
particular land use which is permitted in a zoning ordinance or loca law subject
to requirements imposed by such zoning ordinance or locd law, and which will
not adversdy affect the neighborhood if such requirements are met.

Why isa special use permit required?

Answer:

A specid use permit is required for uses which by their nature could have
adverse impacts upon the surrounding properties or community. A specia use
permit alows the legidative body, planning board or ZBA to require
modifications to the design of the project to aleviate possible adverse impacts,
and provide safeguards which are in the best interest of the community and
adjacent property owners.

When should | apply for a special use permit?

Answer:

Y ou should gpply for agpecid use permit at least four months prior to the
anticipated gtart-up date. This dlows the municipdity, legidative body, planning
board or ZBA enough time to review the application, hold a public hearing,
receive comments from the public and other agenciesboards interested in the
project, and incorporate these commentsinto the find decision.

Who should I apply to?

Answer:

Y ou should gpply to the clerk or municipa code enforcement officer who will
refer the gpplication to the loca planning board, zoning board of apped or
legidative body, as appropriate under the local ordinance or law. (See
Appendix for possible contacts)
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SUBDIVISION APPROVAL

What is a subdivison?

Answer: A subdivison isthe divison of aparcd of land into smaller parcels and may
require review and approva under a municipdity's subdivison regulations. The
number of parcels which congtitutes a reviewable subdivison variesand is
defined by the municipdity's subdivision regulaions. Approximately two-thirds
of the townsin Oswego County have subdivison regulaions at thelocd leve.

Why isa subdivision review required?

Answer: Subdivision review is reguired in most communities to assure thet the divison of
land into smaller parcelswill be well designed with respect to the layout of
parcels, adequate sewage treatment, street pattern, handling of slormwater
drainage, protection of environmentd features, provision of open space,
parkland and adequate public utilities, and to assure that roads and other public
facilities are provided and congtructed to municipal standards.

When should | apply for subdivison review?

Answer: The time in which an application for subdivision review should be submitted
varies according to the municipdity's subdivison regulations, the type and
complexity of the subdivison, and the complexity of environmenta impact. For
subdivisons that require review, it generaly takes aminimum of 124 days for a
community to take find action upon the application and can take significantly
longer.

Who should | apply to?

Answer: Y ou should gpply a the municipa derk's office or with the municipa planning
board. Generaly, municipa planning boards review subdivision applications.
In addition to forms, the application requires submisson of subdivison plat
maps which are drawn to scale. Information which must be provided on the
aoplication and mapsis usudly detailed in the loca subdivison law or
regulations, copies of which are available from the municipa clerk, code
enforcement officer or planning board.

USE VARIANCE

What isa use variance?

Answer:

A usevaianceisalegd waiver of the zoning law granted by the municipdity's
zoning board of appeds (ZBA) to:

1. Expand an exigting use, or
2. Utilizeaparcd of land and/or structure(s) for ause

which is not alowed or permitted in the zoning law or ordinance or zoning
digtrict.

A use variance can be applied for after the zoning or building permit has been
denied by the code enforcement officer (CEO). A usevarianceisthe
authorization by the ZBA for the use of land for a purpose which is otherwise
not alowed or is prohibited by the applicable zoning regulations.

When do | need a use variance?

Answer:

Y ou need a use variance when your proposed devel opment and/or expansion
of an exiging useis not dlowed in that zoning digtrict. For example, the parcel
islocated in aresdentid zoning digtrict which is solely used for Sngle family
dwelings and you want to build alaundromat which is not dlowed in that zoning
digtrict. 'Y ou would most likely need a use variance prior to proceeding with the
development of the laundromat.

In order to judtify the need for a use variance, the gpplicant is required to
demondtrate that the zoning regulations and restrictions have caused
unnecessary hardship as defined by the applicable sections of law: Town Law,
Section 267-b, Village Law, Section 7-712-b and Generd City Law, Section
81-b.

Why isa use variancerequired?

Answer:

A municipdity enacts a zoning law to protect the generd public hedth, safety,
moras and welfare. As part of the zoning law, a zoning map must be provided
outlining zoning digtricts. For each zoning district appropriate uses are
edablished in the text. Generdly, use variances are not granted unlessit can be
shown by the gpplicant that the unique characterigtics of the property don't
alow areasonable return for permitted uses.

When should | apply for a use variance?

Answer:

Y ou have 60 days from the time the CEO took action denying the requested
action to file an gpped. Y ou should gpply at leest two and a hdf months prior

to the date you want to begin your project. Thiswill alow the CEO enough
time to forward the gpplication to the ZBA which will hold a public hearing and
receive comments from interested agencies and nearby landowners before
making a decison.

Who should | apply to?

Answer:

Y ou should apply a the municipa clerk's office or directly to the CEO and the
application will be forwarded to the ZBA. For more information, see Appendix
A, B and E for alist of municipa clerks, CEOs and ZBA chairpersons.

ZONING PERMIT

What isa zoning permit?

Answer:

A zoning permit is permisson from acity, village or town to:

Build or congtruct a new structure or Sgn;

Place amobile or modular sructure on alot;

Add to, enlarge and/or dter an existing structure or Sgn;
Convert agructure to a different use;

Convert aparcd of land to adifferent use;

Change the dengity of a use or development;

SOk wWwNE

which are permitted "as of right" by theloca zoning law. A zoning permit only
gpplies to municipdities with azoning law or zoning ordinance. Sometimes
zoning permits are issued at the same time a building permit is issued.

Why isa zoning permit required?

Answer:

A zoning permit is required to assure that development and land use changes
are consgtent with the generd interest of the public hedth, safety, morals and
welfare as regulated by the loca zoning law. Zoning regulations should bein
accordance with a comprehensive plan adopted by the local community.

When should | apply for a zoning permit?

Answer:

If the use or project for which you are gpplying complies with the city, village or
town zoning law and does not require a specid permit or Site plan review, then
you should apply at least one month prior to beginning the congtruction,
converson or changein use.

However, if the use does not comply with the zoning law a variance may be
required and the gpplication procedure will take moretime. Some useswill dso
require ste plan review or aspecid permit. If so, you should apply at least
four months prior to anticipated start dete for the project. Applying early alows
the municipdity enough time to forward the gpplication to the reviewing
board(s), hold a public hearing (if necessary), receive comments from the public
and other agencies/boards with an interest in the application and take action.

Who should | apply to?

Answer:

Y ou should gpply a the municipa clerk's office or directly to the code
enforcement officer or building ingpector. For more information, see
Appendices A, B and C for alist of municipa clerks and code enforcement
officers and building ingpectors

GENERAL MUNICIPAL LAW (GML)
REVIEW (UNDER SECTION 239-m)

What is GML review?

Answer: GML review is mandated by New Y ork State Genera Municipa Law, Section
239-m which reguires thet:

I. adoption or amendment of a comprehensgive plan pursuant to
section 272-a of the Town Law, Section 7-722 of the Village
Law or Section 28-aof the Generd City Law;



adoption or amendment of a zoning ordinance or loca law;
issuance of specid use permits;

gpprova of ste plans,

granting of use or area variances, or

other authorizations which areferring body may issue under the
provisons of any zoning ordinance or locd law,

be submitted for review to the Oswego County Planning Board if they are
within 500 feet of the following:

iv.

Vi.

the boundary of any city, village or town; or

the boundary of any existing or proposed county or state park
or any other recregtion area; or

the right-of-way of any existing or proposed county or state
parkway, thruway, expressway, road or highway; or

the existing or proposed right- of-way of any stream or drainage
channd owned by the county or for which the county has
established channd lines; or

the existing or proposed boundary of any county or Sate
owned land on which apublic building or inditution is Stuated;
or

the boundary of afarm operation located in an agricultura
digtrict, as defined by Article 25-AA of the Agriculture and
Markets law, except this subparagraph shdl not apply to the
granting of area variances.

Why isGML review required?

Answer: GML review isrequired to bring intermunicipa or county-wide concerns to the
attention of the municipdity before it takes action on the application. In
Oswego County, many of the concerns raised address strategies in the Oswego
County Comprehensive Plan, adopted in March 1997.

When should | apply?

Answer: The municipa review board is responsible for forwarding applications to the
Oswego County Planning Board at least 30 days prior to action by the loca
board so that the Oswego County Planning Board can make a recommendation
for consderation by the local board.
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Who should | apply to?

Answer:

The municipa board reviewing the gpplication is responsble for forwarding a
copy of the application to the Oswego County Planning Board. The addressis.

VOLUNTARY SUBDIVISION REVIEW

What is voluntary subdivision review by the Oswego County Planning Board?

Answer:

The Oswego County Planning Board may, a the request of areferring
municipdity, review subdivisons that are within 500 feet of the following:

I. The boundary of any city, village or town, or

il. the boundary of any existing or proposed county or state park
or any other recregtion areg; or

iil. the right-of-way of any existing or proposed county or state
parkway, thruway, expressway, road or highway; or

iv. the existing or proposed right- of-way of any stream or drainage
channd owned by the county or for which the county has
established channd lines; or

V. the existing or proposed boundary of any county or State
owned land on which a public building or indtitution is Stuated;
or

Vi. the boundary of afarm operation located in an agricultura
digtrict, as defined by Article 25-AA of the Agriculture and
Markets law.

The County Planning Board reviews subdivisons on avoluntary referrd basis.

Why isvolunteer subdivision review required?

Answer:

Referrds of subdivisons areNoT REQUIRED but the County Planning Board
reviews subdiviSons on avOLUNTARY bass. In other words, if amunicipality
wishes to forward a subdivison application, the Oswego County Planning
Board will review the proposd to identify intermunicipa and county-wide
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concerns and provide other technica assistance which may be addressed by the
municipa review board.

When should | apply for GML subdivision referral?

Answer: The municipa review board forwards gpplications for review of subdivisons
and thisisusualy done at least 30 days prior to taking action upon the
goplication.

Who should | apply to?

Answer: Theinitid submittal of a subdivison gpplication is made at the municipd office,
usudly the clerk's office. (See Appendix A) The application is then forwarded
to the municipa review board which, a their discretion, is responsible for
forwarding a copy of the application to the Oswego County Planning Board.

CHILDREN'S CAMP PERMIT

What isa summer day camp, traveling summer day camp, and/or overnight children's
camp?

Answer: A summer day camp is a property congsting of atract of land and any tents,
vehicles, buildings, etc. any part of which may be occupied on a scheduled basis
between June 1st and September 15th in any year by children under 16 years of
age, under generd supervision, primarily for the purpose of outdoor organized
group activities for a period of less than 24 hours.

A traveling day camp is asummer camp which regularly operatesin a period between
May 15th and September 15th, and which regularly transports children under 16 years
of age on aregular schedule to afacility such as abeach, park, stadium, etc. for the

purpose of organized group activity.

A children's overnight camp is a property, any part of which may be occupied
by persons under 18 years of age for the purpose of outdoor or indoor
organized activities and on which provisons are made for overnight occupancy
of children.

Why do | need a permit for a children'scamp and what isrequired to obtain a permit?
Answer: Summer camps must have a permit from the County Hedlth Department to

operate. The permit isissued only if the camp isin compliance with the state's
hedlth regulations. A permit is required to assure a safe and sanitary
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environment for children attending the camp. Public hedth sanitarians ingpect
the camps at least twice yearly. Each camp is checked to make sure that the
physcd facilities are safe and that supervison is adequate.

When should | apply for the permit?

Answer: An gpplication for a permit to operate a children's camp must be made at least
30 days before the first day of operation. The application must include awritten
plan which describes the camp's medicdl, fire safety, activity specific safety
provisons, training provided to camp staff and the orientation for campers. The
plan must be reviewed annudly by the camp operator and updated as required
to maintain compliance with current sandards.

The requirements apply to acamp occupied by or maintained for 10 or more
children except:

1 any place occupied by children under 18 for overnight occupancy of 72
consecutive hours or less,

2. day camps operating lessthan dl or part of five daysin any two-week
period,

3. day care centerslicensed under New Y ork State Socid Services Law;
and

4, activities at unscheduled or drop-in neighborhood- center settings, single
purpose activities such as athletic events and recreationd activities
without a specified period of attendance required.

Who should | apply to?

FOOD SERVICE PERMIT

What isan operational permit for new food service establishment?
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Answer:

A food sarvice establishment is a place where food is prepared and intended for
individua portion service. This excludes food processing establishments, retail
food stores, private homes where food is prepared or served for family
consumption, and food service operations such as "covered- dish suppers'
limited to a congregation, club, or fraternd organization. There are three
categories of food service establishments.

1. Food Service Establishments - restaurants, cafeterias, schools,
senior nutrition Sites, taverns, etc.

2. Mobile Food Service and Pushcarts - sdf-contained food
service operation located in avehicle or a cart used to vend
food intended for individual portion service,

Each operator is required to develop, update and implement awritten beach safety plan
conssting of procedures for daily bather supervison, injury prevention, reacting to
emergencies, injuries and other incidents, providing firg-aid and summoning help.

Answer: The purpose of the redty subdivison review by the OCHD isto insure an
adequate and safe water supply, to alow proper lot size standards for septic
systems to be met, and insure proper surface drainage.

What isthe processfor permitting a new temporary residence?

A temporary residenceis a property consgsting of atract of land and any tents,
vehicles, buildings, rooms, camping Sites or other structures and ingalations,
temporary or permanent, pertaining thereto, any part of which is utilized or
maintained primarily for overnight occupancy.

Professond (architectura or engineering) plans for congtruction shall be submitted for
aoprova. All new congtruction pertaining to fire safety,

including dterations, enlargements, and improvements, shdl be in accordance

with the New York State Fire Prevention and Building Code (Uniform Code).

Why do | need a permit for atemporary residence?

Answer:

A temporary resdence permit is required to assure a sanitary, hedlthful and safe
environment for the public when using hotels, motels, lodges, and campsites.
Hedth Department staff inspect for fire safety, water, sewage, kitchen,
swimming and lavatory requirements as well as insect, rodent and weed control.

When should | apply?

This determines the maximum rate of
flow to the septic system.

Answer: Applications for septic plan/system gpprova shdl haveaNY S licensed
engineer's stlamp of gpprova for both Site evaluation test and septic design. Site
evauation and septic system design should be done prior to the issuance of any
gte plan permit or generd building permit.

An oversze and overweight vehicle permit is required for any vehicle or
combination of vehicles travelling on county highways with asize or weight
exceeding the limitations provided for in Section 385 of the NYS Vehide and
Traffic Law.

Why isthis permit required?

Answer:

This permit is required to ensure the safe transport of overwidth, overlength and
overweight vehicles or objects over county roads in appropriate locations at
appropriate times. Some county roads or bridges, for example, may not be
able to accommodeate the transport of a double-wide home and an appropriate
route must be selected. Also, there are bridges on county roads which are
posted for reduced loads.

When should | apply?

Permission to use an oversze vehicdle on a county highway is granted after filing
an gpplication with the Oswego County Department of Public Works. Itis
highly recommended that the application for permit be made at least 10 days
prior to the use of the county highway.

What isan application for approval to operate a solid waste management facility?

Why isan application for approval to operate a solid waste management facility required?

Answer:

In order to construct and operate a solid waste management facility, or any
phase of it, or to modify or expand any aspect of the approved congtruction or
operation of a solid waste management facility, approva by the NYS DEC
must be obtained. A solid waste management facility is any facility, employed
beyond the initid solid waste collection process, for managing solid waste,
including but not limited to: storage aress or facilities, trandfer gations, rail-haul
or barge-haul facilities, landfills, digposd facilities, solid waste incinerators,
refuse derived from fuel processing facilities, land gpplication facilities,
composting facilities, surface impoundments, used oil Storage, reprocessing
refining facilities, recyclable handling and recovery facilities, wadte tire Sorage
facilities, and regulated medical waste trestment facilities.

The purpose of the gpplication for approval to operate asolid waste
management facility is to assure that the permitted activity will pose no
sgnificant adverse impact on public hedth, safety or welfare, the environment or
natura resources. In addition, the permit may be issued with conditions such as

ingpection, financia assurance, technical data gathering and reporting, data
andyss, quality control, quaity assurance, sampling, monitoring, reporting and
verification.

When should | apply for a permit?

Y ou should gpply early in the planning process as it may take months or years
to recelve a permit.

What isa coastal erosion management permit?

Answer:

This permit is designed to protect areas which are designated as Erosion
Hazard Aress (E zones) from undue development. This helpsto reduce the
possibility of risk to people, and damage to property or existing coastal
resources. This permit appliesto:

Any movable or temporary structure;

Non-movable structures and additions;

FRESHWATER WETLANDS PERMIT

What isa freshwater wetlands per mit?
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Answer:

The freshwater wetlands permit regulates activities that occur in freshwater
wetlands and areas within 100 feet of the wetland boundary as designated on
the officia NY S DEC freshwater wetlands map or as determined through site
ingpection. NY S regulates al wetlands which are 12.4 acres or greater in area.
Wetlands smdller than this may be protected if the Commissioner has
determined that they have unusud loca importance because they provide one or
more of the following:

1. Are compatible with the preservation, protection and
enhancement of the present and potentid vaues of wetlands;

2. Will protect the public hedth and welfare; and

3. Will be congstent with the reasonable economic and socia
development of the state.

We note that wetlands between 1 acre and 12.4 acres are regulated by the
federa government through the Army Corps of Engineers.

A NY S freshwater wetland permit is required for the following activitiesin or
adjacent to awetland area:

1. construction and/or reconstruction of buildings, roadways,
septic systems, bulkheads, dikes, dams,
2. placement of fill, excavation or grading;

3. modification, expanson or extensve restoration of existing
sructures;
4, drainage, except for agricultura purposes,

5. goplication of pedticides in wetlands;

6. inddlation of a utility serviceto an individual resdence or
ingdlation of utilities

7. ingtallation of adock, pier or wharf built on floats or open-work
supports and having atop surface area of 20 square meters or
less

8. sdective cutting but not eimination or destruction of vegetation
which does not sgnificantly affect the benefits of wetlands,

0. dredging of navigable channds,

10.  routine beach regrading and cleaning;

11.  drilling of awater well for sngle family dweling;

12. remova or breaching of beaver dams;

13.  clear cutting trees,

14.  intendve, organized and repetitive use of dl-terrain vehicles, air
and motor boats and snowmoabiles; and

15. mining.
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Why isafreshwater wetlands per mit required?

Answer:

Freshwater wetlands serve as valuable resources of ecologica vaue which
provide flood control, surface and groundwater protection, wildlife habitat,
open space and water resources. These areas aso provide opportunities for
recreation, education, research and aesthetic appreciation. The freshwater
wetlands program serves to preserve, protect and enhance the present and
potentid vaue of wetlands which will protect public hedth and welfare and be
cons stent with the reasonable economic and socid development of the State.

When should | apply for a freshwater wetlands per mit?

Answer:

Y ou should apply early in the planning process. In generd, the DEC will
determine within 15 days whether or not the application contains al the
information needed to begin the permit review process. After the information
has been submitted and the gpplication has been declared complete, the review
process begins. For minor projects, a decision should be made within 45 days.
For mgjor projects, the review can take up to 90 daysif no public hearing is
held, and can take an additiond 60 days after the close of the public hearing.

MINING PERMIT

What isa mining permit?

Answer:

A mining permit is needed and applies to the excavations of al architectura
stone, gem stones, limestone, granite, ore, pedt, topsoil, gravel, sand, clay or
any other solid materia or substance of commercia vaue found in or on the
earth, from which 1,000 tons or more of aminera is removed during 12
successve months. This trandates to gpproximately 750 cubic yards of sand or
gravel, about 40 to 50 tandem-axle (10 whedler) dump truck loads.
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Thefollowing activitiesrequire a permit if the limit of 1,000 tons extracted per
12 month period is exceeded:

1. Extraction or remova of mineras from the ground.

2. Breaking of the surface in order to facilitate or accomplish the
extraction or remova of minerds (e.g., Sripping of topsoil).

3. Any other activity for the extraction or remova of minerdsfrom
their origina location.

4, Processing of minerds at the mine location so as to make them
suitable for commercid, industrid or construction use.

The NY S DEC categorizes projects as minor and mgjor. Minor projects are
those which meet dl of the following criteria

1 Totd acreage affected by mining for the entire mining Steisless
than 5 acres (regardless of the length of the mining period).

2. Tota depth of the mine from the floor to the top of the mine
faceislessthan 20 feet.

3. Thereis not on-ste processing of mining products (e.g.,

washing, crushing).

Thereisno mining within 100 feet of any surface waters.

Thereisno mining of consolidated materids.

There is no mining within 500 feet of any dwdling.

Thereis no mining below the Sit€'s seasond high water table at

the mine ste

N o oA

Applicationswhich do not meet ALL of these criteriawill be processed as
Major projects.

Why isa mining permit required?

Answer: NY S DEC has been authorized to encourage the development of an
economicaly sound and stable mining and minerd industry to assure that
satisfaction of economic needs is compatible with sound environmenta
management practices.

When should | apply?

Answer: Y ou should gpply for amining permit before undertaking any mining activity
which will result in any of the aforementioned activities. In generd, the DEC will
determine whether the mining permit is complete within 15 caendar days.
When dl the necessary information is submitted, the application is declared
complete and the review process begins. Major projects can take up to 90



daysif no public hearing is held, however, an additiona 60 days can be
required after the close of a public hearing, if oneis necessary. For Minor
projects which are described above, a decision on the permit must be made
within 45 days. Time frames may be extended for the following reasons. 1)
mutud agreement between DEC and the applicant; 2) an enforcement action
has been started againgt the gpplicant; 3) SEQR has not yet been completed; or
4) areclamation bond is pending.

PROTECTION OF THE
WATERS PERMIT

What isthe protection of the waters permit?

Answer:

The protection of the waters permit is used to regulate activities that occur
within or near protected waters which are navigable or designated by the NY S
Department of Environmenta Conservation as protected. Permits are required
for the following activities

1. Any dteration or excavation or remova of gravel or other
material from the bed or banks of a protected waterway (lake,
river, sream, cand) or any excavation or fill in a protected
body of water or watercourse.

Why isa protection of the waters permit required?

Answer:

The NY S DEC has the responsibility for protecting, preserving and enhancing
the present and potentia vaue of water resources. This helpsinsure that public
hedlth, safety and welfare are protected and reasonable economic and socid
development will occur.

When should | apply for a protection of the waters permit?

Answer:

In generd, the NY S DEC makes decisons on minor projects within 45 days
from the time of submittal of the necessary information. Mgor projects take
longer and can take up to 90 daysif no public hearing is held and up to 60 days
after the close of the public hearing if oneis necessary.

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REGISTRATION OF HAZARDOUS
SUBSTANCE BULK STORAGE TANKS

What istheregistration of hazardous substance bulk stor age tanks?

Answer: Regidration isrequired for any Sze underground storage tank containing a
hazardous substance or any above ground, stationary tank with a capacity of
185 gdlons or more, aswell as out-of- service tanks which have not been
permanently closed. Hazardous substances are defined in Part 597 of 6
NYCRR. However, the hazardous substance bulk storage tank registration
does not apply to: process tanks; assembly line tanks and accessory
equipment, the volume of which is more than 90% above the surface of the
ground; septic tanks; ormwater or wastewater collection facilities; capacitors,
transformers; or non-gationary tanks, barrels, drums or other holding vessdls
unless used to store more than 1,000 kilograms (2,200 Ibs) for aperiod of 90
consecutive days or more.

Why isregistration of hazardous substancesin bulk storage tanks required?

Answer: It isthe respongbility of the NY S Department of Environmental Conservation to
regulate hazardous substances in order to protect the public hedlth, safety and
welfare and the lands, waters, air and environment of the State.

When should | register?

Answer: Stationary tanks at new sites must be registered with NY S DEC at least three
(3) business days prior to ingtdlation unless the new storage tank or tanks are
ingtalled on an emergency basisto protect the public hedlth, safety or the
environment. Notification to the NY S DEC of emergency ingdlation must be
made within two hours of deciding to ingal the new tank. New owners of
previoudy registered storage tanks must re-register the storage tank 30 days
prior to the transfer of ownership.

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REGISTRATION OF PETROLEUM
STORAGE FACILITIES

What istheregistration of petroleum storage facilities?

Answer:

Under the law, owners of regulated facilities (not operators) are responsible for
regigtering dl above-ground and under-ground petroleum storage facilities with
acombined storage capacity over 1,100 gallons but less than 400,000 gdlons.
Facilities with more than 400,000 gallons are considered mgor oil storage
facilities (MOSF) and more information can be obtained by caling 1-800-242-
4351.

Only liquid, non-waste petroleum-based oils suitable for use asafud to
produce hest or energy or as amotor lubricant, such as gasoline, heating ail,
heavy residua fud ails, kerosene or reprocessed waste oil used asafud or
lubricant, are regulated by this provision.

Crude ails, cutting oils and processing oils are not regulated. Waste oil which
has not been reprocessed is not regulated under petroleum bulk storage, but it is
regulated as a solid or hazardous waste by NY S DEC.

Non-gtationary and mobile tanks such as 55 galon drums or tanks on wheels or
rollers which are not a permanent part of the facility are not consgdered when
cdculating the tota storage capacity of the facility.

Why istheregistration of petroleum storage facilities required?

Answer:

In an effort to prevent petroleum spills and lesks from contaminating the soil,
seeping into a groundwater aquifer and contaminating awater supply, the NYS
DEC isresponsgble for regulating petroleum storage facilities in order to protect
the public heath and welfare and the lands and waters of the Sate.

When should | register?

Answer:

Exiding in-service facilities not registered must be registered immediately and
new fadilities must be registered before being placed in-service. Facilities where
ownership is being transferred must be re-registered within 30 days of
ownership transfer.

STATE POLLUTANT DISCHARGE
ELIMINATION SYSTEM (SPDES) PERMIT

What isa SPDES permit?

Answer: A SPDES permit isatime limited contract between NY S and any facility which
discharges sanitary, commercia or industrid waste into surface water(s) or
groundwater. Facilities which discharge wastes into a sewer system do not
need SPDES permits. Typicdly, permits are required for the:

1 Congtruction or use of an outlet or discharge pipe (point
sources) of wastewater discharging into the surface water(s) or
groundwater of the State.

2. Construction or operation of sewage disposal systems such as
sewage treatment facilities.

3. Discharges into groundwater of more than 1,000 gallons per
day of sewage wastewater containing no industrid or other non-
sewage wastes.

Why isa SPDES permit required?

Answer: The SPDES permit program is designed to diminate the pollution of New Y ork
State waters and to maintain the highest qudity of water possible condggtent with
public hedlth, enjoyment of the resource, protection and propagation of fish and
wildlife, and indudtrid development in the State.

When do | need to apply for a SPDES permit?

Answer: Y ou need to gpply for a SPDES permit before beginning the construction or use

of an outlet or discharge pipe or disposal system. A pre-agpplication conference
is highly recommended for complex projects. In generd, NY S DEC takes 45
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calendar daysto review minor projects and up to 150 days for mgor projects.
An application must befiled no less than 180 days prior to scheduled
discharge.

STREAM BED OR BANK
DISTURBANCE PERMIT

What isa stream bed or bank distur bance permit?

Answer: Freshwater streams are classfied according to water qudity ranging from AA
(most pure water) to D (least pure). The NY S DEC regulates streams which
areclass"C" and higher in water qudity. This permit isto ensure that protected
streams (C and up) are not subjected to any activity that will affect drainage
swales or water quaity by disturbance of stream bed or bank.

Why isa stream bed or bank disturbance permit required?

Answer: It is required to ensure that the bulkheads, telephone lines, water mains, sawer
linesor laterd crossings of utility lines, or congtruction activities will not disturb
the stream bed or bank.

When should | apply?

Answer: It is highly recommended that a pre-gpplication interview be scheduled,
epecidly for projects which will require more than one permit.

STATE ENVIRONMENTAL
QUALITY REVIEW (SEQR)

What is SEQR?

Answer: SEQRisnot apermit. Itisareview procedure established under the State
Environmenta Quality Review Act to help agencies, project sponsors, and the
public protect the environment. SEQR requires that environmenta impacts be
consdered along with socia and economic factors in agency decison making.
SEQR examines ways to reduce or avoid adverse environmenta impacts
related to a proposed action, including consderation of reasonable dternatives.
SEQR encourages communication between interested agencies, project
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sponsors and the public.
Actions subject to SEQR are:

1 The approva or direct development of physica projects, such
as shopping centers, factories, office buildings, dredging,
resdentid developments, public buildings, gravel mines, roads,
landfills and many others.

2. Planning activities that require a government agency decison
such as. park development plans, formation of digtricts, and
land use plans.

3. The adoption or anendment of agency rules, regulations,
procedures and policies such as. locd zoning and planning,
wetlands protection, public health regulations, and handling of
toxic wastes.

4, Other actions that are "unlisted.” Asmay be implied from their
name, no list has been made of them, in part becauseitis
impossible to anticipate every potentia discretionary decison of
governmernt.

In generd, any land use proposa which requires a permit from locd or state
government, and requires some discretionary judgement on the part of the
permitting agency, is subject to SEQR.

Why is SEQR required?

Answer:

SEQR isrequired to insure that possible adverse environmenta impacts are
adequately studied and taken into consideration before a decision is made to
undertake an action. By being aware of the adverse impacts, the plan can be
modified to mitigate adverse environmenta impacts to the extent practicable.

When should | begin the SEQR process?

Answer:

For most uncomplicated projects with no environmental impacts, a " Short
Environmenta Assessment Form” is completed and is submitted as part of the
gpplication and no additiond time is added to the gpplication procedure.

For more complex projects, the applicant fills out a more complex form caled a
"Full Ervironmental Assessment Form,” and submits it as part of the application.
SEQR normally adds little or no time to the permitting process unless multiple
permits subject to SEQR are required. In such case, it may be accomplished in
afew days or up to a maximum of 60 days. For projects that are more
complicated an Environmenta Impact Statement may be required and it may
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take from two to nine months to complete review.

Who should | apply to?

Answer: All agencies of government at the local, county and ate leve are reponsible
for ensuring that its own decisions are cons stent with the requirements of
SEQR. Therefore, you may be required to submit information for SEQR
review with each application to a government agency.
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WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION

What iswater quality certification?

Answer: It is a certificate which normally accompanies required permits. An exampleis
a SPDES permit which requires certification that adverse weater quality
conditions will not be created due to the activity to be permitted. Water qudity
certification is not a permit but a project review.

Why iswater quality certification required?

Answer: Water qudity certification isrequired to ensure that no negative environmental
impacts will result from aproject. It isused to ensure that water qudity is
maintained and that surface waters do not become polluted.

When should | get awater quality certification?

Answer: It is highly recommended that a pre-application conference be arranged due to
the fact that water qudity certification is a prerequisite to permit review. The
review period is 45-90 days and may require a public hearing if so determined
by the DEC.

Answer: Permission must be obtained from the NY S Thruway Authority to continue the
use of cand land property. Respongbility for the NY S Cand lands was
transferred to the Thruway Authority by the New York Legidature.

Answer: Smdll resdentid type projects will require at least two (2) weeks prior
notification. For large projects, you will need to gpply severa weeksin
advance.

A highway work permit is required for any congtruction within the right-of-way
of agtate highway including (but not limited to) the construction or repair of a
driveway or roadway, indalation of asdewak, curb paving, stabilized
shoulder, drainage, tree trimming, removd or planting, beautifying the right- of-
way, temporary sgns, traffic control sgnas, warning and entrance Signs, or
buildings.

Why isa highway work permit for non-utility work required?

What is a highway work permit for utility work?

DISMANTLERS PERMIT

What isa dismantlers permit?

Answer: Junkyards are usudly unwelcome in most communities. To many residents they
are consdered an eyesore, an attractive hazard to children, they are noisy, and
apotentid hedth risk. Junkyards, however, are a congtitutionaly protected
land use that cannot be excluded from a community. They aso can contribute
to theloca economy. If no regulations exis a the loca level, compliance with
Article 136 must occur. Loca permission must be secured prior to applying for
an operationa permit from the state. Thisisapermit to remove and resdll parts
from automobiles.

Why isadismantlers permit required?

Answer: This controversid aspect of junkyards requires what can become a lengthy
public review process. This process, which usudly coincides with local zoning
ordinances, is designed to regulate junkyards as to the proper location for their
operation. Loca municipa laws preclude application of the sate law, however,
the dismantlers permit is il required.

When should | apply for a dismantlers permit?

Answer: An applicant mugt first obtain alicense to operate ajunkyard and a certificate of
aoprova from the loca municipality.

CERTIFIED LOCAL
GOVERNMENT PROGRAM

What isthe certified local gover nment program?

Answer: Certified Locd Government Program (CLG) is anation-wide program which
supports local preservation activities. The program creates aforma link
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between a community's commitment to historic preservation and Sate and
federa preservation programs.

CLGs have the toolsto identify historic resources, affect changesin their
community, and provide preservation education. Using the federa grants
earmarked for CLGs, they can address a variety of goas such as historic
surveys, publications, planning sudies, and commission training.

Why should a community participatein the CLG program?

Answer:

Since local resdents are directly affected by changesin their community, they
are the best group to protect its historic resources and plan its future. By
becoming a CLG, acommunity strengthensiits abilities to make important
decisons about loca preservation, development and planning issues.

Through the CLG program, loca preservation efforts receive a range of
services from the State preservation office. Direct benefits include specid
grants, professond legd and technical assstance, training, and membership in
the nationd historic preservation network. CLGs dso enjoy expanded
participation in avariety of preservation programs.

How can | get preservation advice?

Answer:

In addition to the CLG program, the Historic Preservation Field Services
Bureau of the Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation coordinates
federd and state preservation programsin New York State.

How does a community become a CLG?

Answer:

Loca governments participate directly once they enact aloca preservetion law
that meets federd standards and establishes three basic things: aloca Historic
Preservation Commission, a process to landmark historic properties, and a
method for reviewing changes to these landmarks.

Beyond that, there is broad latitude for local governments to draft laws
gppropriate to their communities. The NY S Office of Parks, Recreation and

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW

What is environmental review?

Answer:

Environmenta review isaplanning tool. It ensuresthat historic presarvation is
carefully consdered in the planning stages of publicly-funded projects. In
conducting areview, the NY S Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic
Preservation examines the impact a proposed project will have on buildings,
neighborhoods, landscapes, and archaeological steswhich arelisted or digible
for ligting on the Nationa Register of Higtoric Places.

Why is environmental review required?

Answer:

New Y ork State has awedth of historic resources which have specid character
and sgnificance. Environmenta review is a planning process that helps protect
these buildings and sites from the impacts of government-assisted projects.

The Higtoric Preservation Field Services Bureau plays acentrd rolein this
review by identifying historic resources involved in public projects and
developing preservation approaches to protect those resources. At each level
of government there is legidation which establishes environmentd review.

* Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of
1966 directs federa agenciesto consder historic
resourcesin their project planning.

* New York State has aparald law for state agenciesin
Section 14.09 of the State Preservation Act of 1980.

* Locd environmenta review for municipalities was initisted
under the State Environmental Quality Review Act
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(SEQR) of 1978,

All types of projects, from housing rehabs to road improvements to new
condruction are reviewed. This review does not generdly apply to privately
funded projects. However, large scale private projects may be subject to
SEQR review if local licenses or permits are needed.

Who hasto consult?

Answer: All state and federd agencies that fund, license or approve projects must
consult with the NY S Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation to
identify historic resources in their project areas and determine the effect their
projects will have on those resources. Loca governments can seek advice on
proposed actions under SEQR review.

How arethe projects approved?

Answer: The NY S Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation evauates the
work performed using federd preservation standards. They work closely with
owners and agencies to make certain that the overall project is gppropriate and
does not detract from the specia character of the historic resource. In some
cases, they look at reasonable aternatives or develop mitigation measures to
help reduce or avoid negative effects.

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HISTORIC PRESERVATION TAX CREDIT

What isthe preservation credit?

Answer:

The Tax Reform Act of 1986 dlows a 20% tax credit for the rehabilitation of
historic buildings. Thefina dollar amount is based on the cogt of the
rehabilitation; in effect 20% of the rehab costs will be borne by the federa
government. All interior and exterior work is digible for the tax credit. This
program essentialy covers the entire building, insde and out, from top to
bottom.

Thework performed must meet federal preservation standards and be
approved by the state preservation office and the Nationa Park Service. If you
need approva from alocd higtorica commisson, the review should be
coordinated with the sate office early in the planning stages.

What arethe benefits?

Answer: The most direct benefit isthe owner's 20% tax credit, however, this program
has long been recognized as an economic catalyst: it provides jobs, encourages
investment, and keeps buildings on the tax rolls. Also, the preservation credit
can be used in conjunction with state and federa rehab grants for housing or
facade work.

Who qualifies?

Answer: The credit is available to owners of higtoric commercid, office, industria or
rental resdentid buildings. Generally spesking, private homes do not qudify. If
you own and plan to rehabilitate a building that is listed on the National Register
of Higtoric Places or in alocdly certified didrict, you can qudify for the credit.

What isthe national register of historic places?

Answer:

The Nationa Register of Historic Placesisthe officid list of the nation's
important properties, ranging from buildings and digtricts to landscapes and
archaeologicd stes. New York aso has a State Register of Historic Places
pardlding the federd program.

What arethe benefits of listing?

Answer:

The National Register is arecognized and visible component of public and
private planning, and promotes tourism, economic development and
appreciation of higtoric resources. Specific benefits include consideration in the
planning for government- assisted projects and qudification for preservation
incentives such as the federd rehabilitation tax credits. In genera, Nationa
Regigter listing places no redtrictions upon private owners of registered
properties. They may sdll, dter or dispose of their properties as they wish,
consstent with local ordinances.

How does a property become listed on the national register?

AnSwer:

When a property is proposed for ligting, the first step isto evduate its historic
and architectural sgnificance using federal standards. Next, the sponsor
completes aNationd Register nomination form. The completed nomination is
presented to the State Board for Higtoric Preservation. If the nomination is
approved, the Commissioner of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation
lists the property on the State Register and forwards the nomination to the
Nationa Park Service for find gpprova and liting on the Nationd Regidter.

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STATE HISTORIC
PRESERVATION ACT

What isthe State Historic Preservation Act (SHPA) and how doesit apply to my project?

Answer:

Under the provisions of SHPA, state agencies must evauate projects that they
fund or regulate by permit to determine if these projects will have an impact on
historic or archaeological resources.

In DEC, the review of applications and issuance of permits for a number of
permit programs is governed by the Uniform Procedures Act. Under Uniform
Procedures, a project's effect on historic and archaeological resourcesis
evauated, and an application may not be declared complete until these impacts
have been examined. An application must be completed before DEC taff can
review it and make a permit decison.

Why isit reviewed?

Answer:

SHPA providesfor the preservation of areasthat are of sgnificance in the:

* Higory
* Architecture
* Archeology
* Culture

of this sate, its communities, or the nation. These may include:

* Buildings or other structures

* Higtoric districts made up of a number of structures or sites
* Areas or Stesincluding underground or underwater sites

* Objects

Some, but not dl, of the places or buildings that trigger SHPA review are
dready listed on the State Register or Nationd Register of Historic Places.

When should | apply?

Answer:

If your project is subject to SHPA, you will receive a Structural- Archeologica
Assessment Form (SAAF) with your gpplication package. Y ou will be
required to fill out Part 1 of the SAAF and submit it with the completed
gpplication for your DEC permits. Indructions for completion of the SAAF are
included on it.
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If the answers provided on thisinitid assessment form indicate that there may be
higtorica or archeologica resources present that may be impacted, you will
need to do a Stage | Survey. The survey will involve two parts:

* A literature search to evaluate what is aready known about
resources in the project area, and

* A fidd investigation to more precisy determineif there are
higtoric or archeologica resources on site and if the location
of these resourcesisin the area that the proposed project
will disturb.

If the Stage | Survey indicates that there are cultura resources at the site that
may be impacted by the project, then you must do a Stage |1 Survey to assess
their importance. Stage |1 focuses specificdly on the resources identified in
Stage |

* Intensive fiedld work at the precise locationsis done to
determine the boundaries, integrity, and sgnificance
of the cultura resources.

*|f the resources are significant, and will be completely or
partidly destroyed by the project, athorough exploration
of reasonable project aternatives must be done.

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What isnatification of airspace utilization considerationsin the construction, alteration, activation
and deactivation of airports?

Answer: Federation Aviation Regulations, Part 157, require that each person who
intends to do any of the following shdl notify the Adminigrator of the FAA:

a Construct or otherwise establish anew airport or activate an arport.

b. Congtruct, redign, dter, or activate any runway or other aircraft
landing or takeoff area of an arport.

C. Deectivate, discontinue using, or abandon an airport or any landing
or takeoff area of an airport for a period of one year or more.

d. Construct, redlign, alter, activate, deactivate, abandon, or discontinue
using ataxiway associated with alanding or takeoff areaon a public-
use arport.

e Change the status of an airport from private use to public use or
from public use to another Satus.

f. Change any traffic pattern or traffic pattern dtitude or direction.

. Change gtatus from ingrument flight rules (IFR) to visud flight
rules (VFR) or from VFR to IFR.

Why isa notification of airspace utilization consider ationsin the proposed construction, alteration,
activation and deactivation of airportsrequired?

Answer: Prior notice is required to assure conformity to plans and policies for, and
dlocation of, airgpace by the FAA. The FAA, dfter recaiving such notice, will
advise as to the effects the proposed construction or dteration would have on
the use of the navigable airgpace by arcraft.

FAA specidigs are available to provide ass stance during project planning stages on the
feashility of a project from an airgpace utilization standpoint. Prospective project
Sponsors are encouraged to take advantage of this service, particularly on new airport
projects, before money is expended for acquisition of real property or for elaborate
engineering plans. Such sarvice isinformd in nature and the proposa will not be
circulated to the public for comments unless specificaly requested by the proponent.

When should | apply for this?

Answer: Siting requirements of an airport are rictly governed by state and locd officids.
Any project must pass SEQR review and local zoning before FAA review.
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Any landing or takeoff area such as an arport, hdiport, helistop, vertiport,
gliderport, segplane base, ultraight flightpark or baloonport is covered by these
requirements. Federd Aviation Regulations, Part 157, requires dl personsto
notify the FAA at least 90 days before any congtruction, dteration, activation,
deactivation, or change to the status or use of aavil or joint-use (cvil/military)
arport. Noticeis not required for the establishment of atemporary airport at
which operaions will be conducted under visud flight rules (VFR) and will be
used for less than 30 days with no more than 10 operations per day. Notice
asoisnot required for the intermittent use of aSte that is not an established
arport, which is used for less than one year and a which flight operations will
be conducted only under VFR. Intermittent use means the use of the Ste for no
more than 3 daysin any one week and for no more than 10 operations per day.
